The report provides a further update on key matters arising and being addressed and on
significant items of information since the last report.

Background

The previous reports provide the background information in case of matters ongoing and only
progress is being reporting during the current reporting period on those matters.

Report

Annual Valuation

The Valuer-General under the Land Valuation Act 2010, is required to consider an annual
valuation of all land in a local government area. For the upcoming year to June 2015, the
Valuer-General has decided not to undertake a valuation in 2015 for the Lockyer Valley after
considering feedback from consultation across local and industry groups.

Queensland Audit Office Annual Report 2013/14

The Premier has tabled the Annual Report to Parliament for the Queensland Audit Office
activities over the last 12 months, it records services to the Parliament and the public sector,
support of government business and an analysis of the financial performance of the State.
The Annual report 2013/14 is available at www.qao.gld.gov.au .

District Disaster Boundaries

A review of the District Disaster Boundaries is still ongoing and the Steering Committee
undertaking that assessment is providing recommendations on the changes to any boundary
structures. This Steering Committee is scheduled to meet again on the 24™ October 2014.

New Award for Local Government

The new award is simpler to understand than the 19 separate awards it replaced, the number
of pay levels operating in local government has been cut from more than 200 to just 21, and
the raft of dated, overlapping, complicated and at times irrelevant staff allowances has also
been abolished in favour of 19 simple-to-understand allowances.

The financial position of Queensland councils over the past three or four years is deeply
concerning, as confirmed by the Auditor-General's Office and in other independent reports.
Unlike state and federal governments, local councils have to balance budgets year after year.
Councils cannot borrow to pay wages, nor can they lump ratepayers with punishingly high
rates and wind back capital spending to dangerous levels in order to help preserve working
conditions. There is no silver bullet that can guarantee a viable future for local government.
Only hard work, innovation, a commitment to continuous improvement, and increased
productivity in every aspect of what councils do, can do that.
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Emergency Management Assurance Framework

The shared responsibility for emergency management in Queensland is now guided by the
Emergency Management Assurance Framework recently launched by the Minister for Police,
Fire and Emergency Services, and is supported by the Inspector-General of Emergency
Management (IGEM) to ensure that the best possible whole-of-government and whole-of-
community arrangements are in place to deal with emergencies and disasters. The Disaster
Management Act provides for the Office of IGEM to review disaster management
arrangements in Queensland. For this year, the following reviews have been identified:

1. A Review of State Agency integration regarding Disaster Management at a Local and

District level
2. A Review of Sheltering Arrangements (Cyclone Storm Surge)
3. A Review of Local Government 6s Emergency War

Submissions on these reviews are due by 31 October 2014.
Review details are attached. (Appendix 1)

National Stronger Regions Fund

This fund will invest $1B over five years to support the investment in priority economic and
infrastructure areas in regions, particularly those regions needing assistance to stimulate
growth. The first projects will be funded in 2015-16. Local Government and not-for-profit
organisations are eligible to apply for grants of between $20k and $10M, with finding to be
matched dollar for dollar and projects to be completed by December 2019. While the fund is
not just accessible by local government, it is designed to stimulate regional growth, something
which benefits local communities, and this is also welcomed by councils. Applications for
Round 1 are to be submitted by the 28™ November, with assessment due by the end of March
2015, and projects announced in May 2015. Round 2 applications will be between May 2015
and July 2015.

Reform of the Federation i Issues Paper
ALGA has lodged its comment on the first Issues Paper released as part of the Reform of the
Federation White Paper process.

The issues paper has been developed in consultation with the States and Territories and the
Australian Local Government Association and sets out key matters the White Paper on the
Reform or Federation will consider.

This includes the allocation of roles and responsibilities within the Federation, federal financial
relations, governance arrangements and performance reporting.

ALGAds initial comments provide a broad perspe
Paper including the need for the roles and responsibilities of all levels of government to be

able to vary according to the need for government involvement, the capacity of each level of
government and the changing perceptions of national interest and existing responsibilities.

ALGA also argues that the Commonwealth should fund activities that are of a national interest,
such as the Roads to Recovery Program, which delivers improved road safety outcomes and
adds to national productivity; and augments | o

The public hearings provide participants with the opportunity to elaborate on their submissions
and to discuss issues with Commissioners. Those who lodge submissions are encouraged,
but are under no obligation, to appear at the public hearings.

Submissions on the Productivity Commission's draft report into disaster funding arrangements
will be accepted until Tuesday 21 October 2014, and a further submission has been prepared
and submitted.

ALGA will lodge a submission on the draft report which will be available on the ALGA website
next week, and ALGA will be appearing before the Commission in Melbourne.

ALGA President attends the COAG Meetings and the Communique from the 38th COAG
Meeting is attached at Appendix 3.

Regional Development Australia Committee Review

Deputy Prime Minister Warren Truss updated delegates at the Sustainable Economic Growth
for Regional Australia conference in Alice Springs last week on the outcomes of the review of
the Regional Development Australia (RDA) model.

Mr Truss told the conference that the government will retain the existing 55 RDA committees
which will be expected to focus more strongly on regional economic development and
facilitating local projects that aim to make a difference for their local communities.

RDA committees will be funded to:
{1 maintain and keep current a three to five year regional plan;
1 advise on priority activities that will drive regional economic development;

1 assist local community stakeholders to develop project proposals, including applications for
the National Stronger Regions Fund;

1 provide advice to the government on critical issues affecting each region; and

{1 be a mechanism to increase awareness of Australian Government programs in their
communities.

Mr Truss said the appointment process to RDA's will also be simplified. The chair and deputy
chair will be appointed by the government, jointly with State and Territories where they are
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funding partners. The Chair and Deputy will make appointments to fill committee vacancies
themselves. The importance of engagement with local government was also stressed.

Resilient Australia Awards

The Lockyer Valley can lay claim to being one of most emergency-prepared regions in
Queensland following strong representation at the 2014 Get Ready Queensland i Resilient
Australia Awards night. Held on 16 October, the awards recognise the best initiatives across
Queensland with the Lockyer Valley region shining in two categories.

The Lockyer Valley Regional Council was presented with a State Highly Commended Award
for its work in Disaster Management Resilience. Following the 2011 flood event, a number of
isolated, impacted communities, sought the support of Council to establish disaster
management committees. Council listened to the community and came up with a plan on what
was the best way to move forward and the formation of Lockyer Valley Local Disaster
Community Coordination Committees (LDCCCs) was one of the initiatives implemented.

Coordinated by Council, the LDCCCs are a collaborative partnership between Council and
communities vulnerable to natural disasters. Committee members are comprised of local

community leaders, influencers and members who are committed to partnering with
government to improve their communityds resild.

In more good news for the Lockyer Valley, Laidley District High School was commended in the
Educati on and Research category. The school 6s R
number of initiatives which focused on building positive relationships within the Laidley

community. With the help from a number of volunteers, the school is a hub for the community

with the church, indigenous playgroup and external agencies in counselling (Butterfly Kids,

Artius) all contributing to this award.

Section 16C of the Disaster Management Act 2003 (the Act) provides for the Inspector-General
Emergency Management (IGEM) to review emergency management arrangements in Queensland.
State Agency Integration at a Local and District Level (Review 1) has been identified as a topic
requiring further review by the IGEM to improve emergency management performance and
outcomes for the community.

Scope

The purpose of this Review is to understand the drivers for, and barriers to, integration of State
Government agencies in Queensland's disaster management arrangements, with a focus on
participation of agencies in local and district disaster management groups.

The following parameters are included in the scope of this Review:

1. Identify and validate the contributing factors supporting or inhibiting entity participation and
integration with local and district disaster management group activities

2. ldentify factors that may improve functional relationships between State Government
agencies and local and district disaster management groups

3. Develop recommendations to enhance State agency integration with local and district
disaster management groups.

Information collected will be assessed against the Standard for Disaster Management, specifically
seeking to determine the likelihood of the following Key Outcomes being achieved:
» Disaster management planning is integrated with entity core business and service delivery
o Entities work together within a control structure that manages disaster operations
e The delivery of disaster-related services, through all phases of events, is integrated across
the sector and is responsive to community needs.

The following are outside of the scope of Review 1:

e State agencies’ roles and responsibilities as defined by the State Disaster Management
Plan

e The control structure

e Whether State agency staff with disaster management roles and responsibilities have the
skills and knowledge required to perform their role in all events

» Risk management or disaster management planning in terms of understanding capability
limits and escalation points

e Whether common situational awareness is created at all levels through a process for
sharing operational information and intelligence products, across all entities.

Scope

The purpose of this work is to review sheltering arrangements for storm surge and cyclones in
relation to reducing the risk to the community, and how these arrangements are communicated to
the community and in particular, the vulnerable members of the community. The focus of the
review is to identify good practice, risk reduction, planning and public engagement activities that
will provide an assurance of community safety.

The following are included in the scope of this review:

1. Identify and validate that sheltering arrangements are commensurate with the identified risk
of cyclones and storm surge to the community

2. ldentify and validate the public engagement strategies, including vulnerable populations,
relating to sheltering are proportionate with the identified risk of cyclones and storm surge
to the community

3. Develop recommendations to enhance sheltering arrangements in relation to
points 1 and 2.

Information collected will be assessed against the Standard for Disaster Management in
Queensland, specifically seeking to determine the likelihood of the following Key Outcomes being
achieved:

e Hazard mitigation and risk reduction is embedded in all levels of planning and into core
business across all phases of disaster management, including the management of shared
residual risk

e The community performs risk reduction activities that align to entity risk treatment and/or
hazard mitigation plan.

Review 2 will consider the following arrangements/activities:

» Government-endorsed sheltering arrangements including evacuation centres, cyclone
shelters, places of refuge and other safer places

» Prescribed requirements including guidelines and other arrangements relating to sheltering
for cyclones and storm surge

e Disaster management plans, including risk management and community context
information

o Community education and public messaging for sheltering arrangements

* Identified vulnerable populations such as the homeless, elderly, tourists, medical
dependencies or those in temporary accommodation.
